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PLANT THE POT AND ALL INTO YOUR GARDEN, ROOTS GROW RIGHT THROUGH THE POT! 
Its time to start switching from bedding plants in plastic pots to plants sold in biodegradable containers. These containers are made in our factories from coconut husk fibers and held together with natural rubber adhesive. The coconut fiber material, called “coir”, is easier to plant in and doesn't leave leftover plastic containers that wind up in landfills. This greatly reduces the amount of plastic that nursery or grower uses, since production can reach over a million individual plants per year! Consumers will also cut down on disposing of or recycling plastic containers.

Using coconut husk planters is not a new idea, but it's never before been employed in the U.S.A. as other countries like New Zealand, Holland and Australia. 

The coir material allows air and water to move through the pot while containing soil, so the plants don't have to be pulled from the pot at planting time. Plants grown in coir in the greenhouse have better root structures than those in plastic pots. Air pruning of the roots occurs once they grow through the walls of the pot, therefore other smaller roots develop as well. There is no root twirling, no root bound plants, no need to manipulate the root ball before planting to help it grow, and therefore no root shock. Once planted in the ground, air pruned roots grow again, and robust root growth has been seen after just 10 days! 

The coir pot is both consumer-friendly and earth-friendly. The time spent planting in the garden is reduced greatly by putting the plant, pot and all, into the ground! Coir is readily available in large quantities in Sri Lanka, since coconut trees are grown in vast numbers and are a renewable resource. 
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
